CONCERT ATTIRE NOTES​​ (as outlined in the Choral Department Handbook): 
*  ​​All must follow the concert attire expectations​​.  If you do not, you will either not be permitted to sing in the 
concert and will not receive any assessment credit, or you will be handed a robe to wear over your outfit. 
  
 Mixed Choir:  

Ladies​​...Concert Dresses provided, nude hose and black ballet flat shoes.  No heels.  Dresses  
have been hemmed according to a ballet flat.  

Gentlemen​​...long sleeve white shirt, black tie (provided), black dress pants & black dress shoes 
 Treble Chorus:​  Robes with dresses or skirts (top of knee MINIMUM) nude hose and black shoes 

Concert Choir:​  Black robes and gold/green striped stoles 
 Ladies​​...dresses or skirts  (top of knee MINIMUM), nude hose and black shoes 
 Gentlemen​​...long sleeve shirt, tie, dress pants and black dress shoes 
 Women’s Chorus:​  Robes with dresses or skirts (top of knee MINIMUM), nude hose & black shoes 
 Men’s Chorus & Men’s Ensemble:​  Sport coats/suits, ties, dress pants and dress shoes 
 Drifters & Notables:​  Drifter & Notable attire 
 Chorale:​  Robes and stoles 
 Ladies​​...dresses or skirts (top of knee MINIMUM), nude hose and black shoes 
 Men​​...long sleeve shirt, tie, dress pants and black shoes 
  
LADIES CONCERT ATTIRE GUIDELINES: 

● At least a capped-sleeve…no “one shoulder” 
● No spaghetti straps unless wearing a shrug or light jacket 
● No off-the-shoulder tops & no sleeve cut-outs 
● Skirts AT the top of the knee cap MINIMUM, they can be longer 
● No Uggs, no flip-flops, no stilettos, no tennis shoes, no boots...ankle booties are permitted 
● No leggings or pants 
● No cleavage showing & nothing too tight...No “Tube Dresses” 

 
EXPECTATIONS: 
 ...please handle yourself like ladies and gentlemen; please be respectful of the facility 
 ...represent yourself and the ​GlenOak Choral Department​​ with dignity and pride 
 ...leave your assigned room clean and organized at the conclusion of the concert 
 ...show respect and gratitude to the chaperones staff; any problems will be reported to  
 directors and dealt with immediately  
 ...hang your robes up after you are finished singing; they were all just dry-cleaned 
 ...officers are responsible for making sure that all robes are hung and the room is  

straightened at the end of the evening
